NOTAT

Notat vedrgrende regeringens hgringssvar til Kommissionens offent-
lige hgring om forvaltningen af internettet

Kommissionen har i oktober 2013 iveerksat en offentlig hgring om inter-
netforvaltning. Formalet med hgringen er at levere input til en kommende
meddelelse fra Kommissionen om internetforvaltning, som forventes of-
fentliggjort i begyndelsen af 2014.

Kommissionens hering er aben for svar fra alle interessenter, og regerin-
gen har derfor opfordret relevante danske aktagrer med interesse i internet-
forvaltning til enten at svare direkte til Kommissionen eller til at levere
input til regeringens hgringssvar. Interessenterne har ikke fundet anled-
ning til at afgive bemarkninger til regeringen.

Af regeringens hgringssvar fremgar, at regeringen statter det frie og abne
internet, som forvaltes pa baggrund af en multistakeholdermodel. Det er
regeringens opfattelse, at den aktive og ligevaerdige inddragelse af civil-
samfundet, erhvervslivet og regeringerne i forvaltningen af internettet,
herunder administrationen af internettets navne- og nummerressourcer, er
en af de veesentligste forklaringer bag internettets historiske succes, og at
det ogsa er vejen til at sikre internettets fortsatte fremgang.

Regeringen anfgrer endvidere, at den nuveerende model for forvaltningen
af internettet kan forbedres, saledes at interessenterne inddrages endnu
mere. Regeringen hilser derfor de hovedprincipper velkommen, der er
fastsat i Montevideo-erklaringen® om den fremtidige forvaltning af inter-
nettet vedtaget af de organisationer, som koordinerer internettets tekniske
infrastruktur. Regeringen statter serligt arbejdet med en internationalise-
ring af ICANN, som er den organisation, der forvalter internettets tekni-
ske ressourcer, bl.a. domanenavne og IP-adresser.

Regeringen statter desuden en bedre inddragelse af udviklingslandene i
styringen af internettet. Regeringen stgtter Kommissionens initiativ pa
dette omrade.

Regeringen finder, at tillid er en af de vigtigste forudsetninger for et vel-
fungerende og stadigt voksende internet. | den nuvaerende tillidskrise,
hvor internetbrugere satter spgrgsmalstegn ved deres regeringers evne til
at beskytte grundleeggende rettigheder og privatliv pa nettet, er det vigtigt
ikke at treeffe forhastede beslutninger. Tillidskrisen ma ikke fare til en
fragmentering af det globale internet, som har veret en motor for vaekst,
innovation og udvikling.

Response from the Danish Government to the online consultation on
Internet governance

Denmark appreciates the opportunity to set forth our views on the future
of Internet governance at this critical juncture in Internet governance his-
tory. The growing demand for legitimate and sustainable solutions to the
current and future challenges of Internet governance makes the status quo
fragile and necessitates careful consideration and extensive multi-
stakeholder dialogue before commitment to common approaches are
made.

Denmark strongly believes in a free and open Internet governed on the
basis of a multi-stakeholder model. In our view, the active and equal in-
volvement of civil society, the business community and governments in
Internet governance has been key in the historic success of the Internet
and is therefore key to the future success of the Internet as well.

The current multi-stakeholder set-up and mechanisms can certainly be
improved to be even more inclusive, transparent and accountable to the
benefit of all Internet stakeholders. Denmark therefore welcomes the
main principles set forth in the Montevideo Statement on the Future of
Internet Cooperation®, in particular an accelerated internationalisation and
globalization of ICANN and the IANA functions, while continuing to
ensure a stable and secure management of Internet resources. We believe
that a new framework for ICANN and IANA must be discussed in an
open process with global stakeholders.

Denmark also views the increased participation by developing countries
in multi-stakeholder fora and decisions as an important step towards a
better functioning and more balanced model of Internet governance, and
therefore welcomes the Commission’s Global Internet Policy Observa-
tory (GIPO) initiative as a useful tool in achieving this objective.

Trust is one of the key conditions for a well functioning and ever growing
Internet. In the current crisis of confidence, where Internet users question
their governments’ ability to safeguard basic rights and online privacy, it
is important not to take premature actions or regulatory measures. This

Denmark supports the OECD Council Recommendation on Principles for
Internet Policy Making as a good basis for further multi-stakeholder dis-
cussions on a global principle-based framework.

Denmark is looking forward to the Commission’s announced communi-
cation on Internet governance and to participating in the further discus-
sions on this important subject.
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
