Referat af radsmgde (gkonomi- og finansministre - budget) den 24. no-
vember 2003

1. Revisionsrettens drsberetning for 2002

Revisionsretten prasenterede sin beretning om EU’s budget for 2002, som blev taget til
efterretning af Radet. Den dansk finansminister beklagede, at retten heller ikke for 2002
havde kunnet afgive en positiv revisionserklering for de udgifter, hvor forvaltningen er
delt mellem Kommissionen og medlemsstaterne. P4 denne baggrund fremsatte finans-
ministeren 3 forslag til at forbedre gennemforslen af EU’s budget: 1)Der kunne oprettes
en arbejdsgruppe med deltagelse af Revisionsretten for medlemsstaterne 1 Kommissio-
nens regi til opfolgning pa Revisionsrettens beretning. 2)Der kunne arrangeres et semi-
nar om rettens revisionsmetoder med deltagelse af medlemsstaterne og relevante EU-
institutioner. 3)Revisionsretten kunne udarbejde en arsrapport om rettens arbejde, hvil-
ket kunne fore til en bedre forstaelse for dette. Det blev understreget, at man naturligvis
respekterede Rettens uafhengighed. UK, Tyskland, Frankrig og Ostrig stottede det dan-
ske indlzeg.

2. Samrid med Europa-Parlamentet om EU’s 2004-budget

Der blev indgiet en aftale mellem Radet og Europa-Parlamentet om EU’s 2004-budget
for EU-25 (vedlagt), som blev formelt godkendt som A-punkt pa radsmodet (okonomi-
og finansministre) den 25. november 2003. Aftalen respekterer de finansielle perspekti-
ver for udviklingen af EU’s udgifter og har folgende hovedpunkter:

e Ridet og Parlamentet afgav en erklering, hvori der udtrykkes stotte til EU’s Info-Points
og Carrefours, og det godkendes, at Kommissionen som en midlertidig foranstaltning 1
2004 kan udbetale bevillinger til Info-Points og Carrefours, selv om der ikke foreligger
retsakter for disse. I erkleringen opfordres Kommissionen til at finde en losning for be-
villingerne, der respekterer den nye finansforordning, som krever, at der findes et rets-
grundlag for EU-tiltag, for der kan bevilges penge hertil.

e Tilsagnet pA Madrid-konferencen den 24. oktober om, at EU vil yde 200 mio. euro 1
2003-2004 til genopbygningen 1 Irak blev bekrzftet. I forlengelse heraf tiltradtes &n-
dringsskrivelse nr. 1 til 2004-budgetforslaget, som indbudgetterer 160 mio. euro til Irak 1
2004. 95 mio. euro ud af de 160 mio. euro til Irak skal finansieres via det sakaldte fleksi-
bilitetsinstrument. Herudover vil Kommissionen fremsatte forslag om, at 5-10 mio. euro
af udgifterne til eksterne politikker forudset i 2004 kan aftholdes allerede 1 2003 (front-
loading) for at skabe ekstra plads til andre prioriteter pa 2004-budgettet end Irak.

¢ FUSP-budgettet 1 2004 blev forhojet til 62,6 mio. euro (47,5 mio. euro 1 2003) 1 lyset af
bla. EU’s kommende politimission 1 Makedonien. Samtidigt er der forudset en procedu-
re, hvor Radet og Europa-Parlamentet skal blive enige om, hvordan Parlamenter skal 1n-
formeres om FUSP-aktioner 1 2004.

[ lyset af ekstra administrative udgifter 1 2004 pd ca. 100 mio. euro, primart grundet en
uforudset stigning i lon- og pensionsudgifterne, forudbetales 2004-udgifter under Kom-
missionens administrative budget pd 21,9 mio. euro med ubrugte midler fra 2003-
budgettet (frontloading). Som en forudsatning herfor preesenterede Kommissionen et
forslag til tillegs- og ndringsbudget nr. 8 til 2003-budgettet, som overforer 21,9 mio.
euro fra margenen under kategori 5 til Kommissionens administrative 2003-budget. For-
slaget blev tiltradt.

Ridet, Parlamentet og Kommissionen afgav en erklering, hvori man opfordrer EU’s
institutioner til at overholde loftet for EU’s administrative udgifter 1 2005. Erkleringen
skal ses 1 lyset af, at Kommissionen forventer en teknisk nedjustering af udgiftslofterne 1
2005 for alle andre udgiftskategorier end landbrug og strukturfonde. Kommissionen af-
gav en erklering om, at den vil foretage justeringen 1 december 2003,

Aindringsskrivelse nr. 2 til 2004-budgetforslaget, der primart omhandler en nedjustering
af udgifterne pa landbrugsomradet 1 2004 pa 1,1 mia. euro, blev tiltradt.

Andringsskrivelse nr. 3, som indeholder tekniske justeringer af 2004-budgetforslaget 1
lyset af kompromisset om en ny EU-personalevedtegt, blev tiltradt.

Tillegs- og xndringsbudget nr. 7 til 2003-budgettet om tilbagebetaling af et overskud pd
2003-budgettet til medlemsstaterne pa 5 mia. euro blev tiltradt.

Vaksten for betalingsbevillinger for EU-25 i det vedtagne 2004-budget md ikke overstige
2,3 pct. i forhold til 2003-budgettet. Kommissionen inviteres til at fremsaette et tillegs-
og ®ndringsbudget til 2004-budgettet, hvis der opstar mangel pa betalingsbevillinger 1
2004.

Ridet og Parlamentet afgav en erklering, hvori Kommissionen opfordres til at fremsztte
et tillegs- og endringsbudget for de 10 tiltreedelseslande ul 2004-budgettet 1 starten af
2004 pa basis af aftalen om 2004-budgettet for EU-25 mellem Radet og Parlamentet.

Radet og Parlamentet indgik en politisk aftale om i lyset af udvidelsen at opjustere de fi-
nansielle rammer for eksisterende programmer under udgiftskategori 3, interne politik-
ker, som vedtages ved felles beslutningstagen. Aftalen har form af en erklering fra Ra-
det og Parlamentet.

Radet og Parlamentet indgik en politisk aftale om Kommissionens forslag til 7 retsakter
for en rekke budgetlinier under primaert Kommissionens administrative budget. De ak-
tuelle budgetlinier anvendes til tilskud til organisationer, som arbejder pa curopzisk niveau
indenfor forskellige omrader. Aftalen har form af en erklering fra Radet og Parlamentet.

Radet afgav uden for aftalen folgende erklering, der opfordrer EU’s institutioner til at opfyl-
de malsztningen om en geografisk balance 1 EU’s embedsmandskorps 1 lyset af udvidelsen
ved at gore brug af bide nyoprettede stillinger, og stillinger, som bliver ledige: "The Council
invites the institutions fo try to fulfil the aim of geographical balance for all member states using both new
post and replacement of departing EU-15 officials whenever appropriate”. Parlamentet har lovet at
overveje at tilslutte sig erkleringen.




3. Riddets 2. lesning af EU’s budget for 2004

Efter samriddet med Parlamentet foretog Ecofin sin formelle vedtagelse af Radet 2. las-
ning af budget-2004, jf. tabel 1. Radets 2. lesning tager kun hojde for aftalen med Par-
lamentet indgaet pa samradet 1 form af indbudgettering af endringsskrivelse 1 (mudler til
Irak) og 2 (nedjustering af landbrugsudgifter). @vrige dele af aftalen med relevans for
EU’s 2004-budgettet skal implementeres ved Parlamentets 2. lesning 1 december 2003,
som afslutter budgetproceduren.

o P4 landbrugsomridet reduceres forpligtelserne for EU-25 med 1,1 mia. euro sammenlig-
net med Parlamentets 1. lesning. Dette skyldes, at Radet har indbudgetteret Kom-
missionens @ndringsskrivelse nr. 2 til sit budgetforslag, der nedjusterer udgifterne
pa landbrugsomradet tilsvarende.

e For strukturfondene er der ikke endret pa forpligtelserne 1 budgetproceduren, idet de
udgor aftalte udgifsmal.

e Forpligtelserne for EU’s interne politikker beskares med 88 mio. euro for EU-25 sam-
menlignet med Parlamentets 1. lesning, hvilket er pa linie med Radets 1. lasning.

e  Forpligtelsesbevillingerne til EU’s eksterne politikker efterlader en margen pa 10 mio. euro,
idet der indbudgetteres 160 mio. euro til Trak 1 2004 (endringskrivelse 1) og et FUSP-
budget pa 62,6 mio. euro.

o De administrative ndgifier er fastlagt 1 henhold til resultatet af Radets 1. lesning, 1det der
gives ekstra midler Kommissionens udvidelsesforberedelser.

e Forpligtelsesbevillinger til forviltraedelsesstotte ex bevilget i henhold til konklusionerne pa Det
Europaiske Rad 1 Kobenhavn og er ikke @ndret i lobet af budgetproceduren.

o For de samlede betalingsbevillinger ses en reduktion pa 4,3 mia. euro for EU-25 1 forhold
til Parlamentets 1. lesning. Dette skyldes primert stotte til Kommissionens forslag
om en mere realistisk budgettering af betalinger pa strukturfondsomradet, og at der
tages hojde for ®ndringsskrivelse 2, der nedjusterer betalinger pa landbrugsomradet
med 1,1 mia. euro.

Summary of conclusions

of the conciliation meeting of 24 November 2003

The European Parliament, the Council and the Commission agree on the following:

- to accept the amending letter No 3/2004 as proposed by the Commission;

- to accept the amending letter No 2/2004 concerning agricultural expenditure and international

fisheries agreements as proposed by the Commission;

- to accept the amending letter No 1/2004 with the mobilisation of the flexibility instrument for
an amount of 95 million euros for Iraq. To confirm the global amount of 200 million euros for
2003 and 2004. The Commission will seek for reallocation of appropriations under Heading 4
in 2003 for an amount between 5 and 10 million euros in order to allow for corresponding

reduction in the 2004 budget;

- to fix the amount of the CFSP budget at 62,6 million euros for 2004, following an exchange

of letters between the European Parliament and the Council;

- to accept the preliminary draft amending budget n° 8/2003 as proposed by the Commission
and to reduce accordingly the 2004 budget. A joint declaration on administrative expenditure
in 2005 and 2006 is agreed (Annex 1 to ANNEX);

- to accept the preliminary draft amending budget n° 7/2003 as proposed by the Commission;

- the increase rate of payment appropriations in comparison to 2003 (AB 1 to 5 included) shall
not exceed 2.3 % for EU 25 at the end of the 2004 budgetary procedure in December. The
European Parliament and the Council invite the Commission to propose a preliminary draft

amending budget in 2004 in case of lack of payment appropriations;
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- a joint statement on the amending budget to be established in 2004 for enlargement is agreed

(Annex 2 to ANNEX);

- a joint statement on the programmes adopted under co-decision is agreed (Annex 3 to
ANNEX);

- a joint statement on the basic acts for grants (ex A-30) is agreed (Annex 4 to ANNEX);

- a joint statement on "Info-points” and rural "Carrefours" is agreed (Annex 5 to ANNEX).
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Annex 1 to ANNEX

Draft joint declaration on administrative expenditure in 2005 and 2006

"The Commission declares that the financing of the adjustment proposed for salaries and of
the new posts requested by all Institutions in the PDB 2004 are compatible with the present
ceilings and forecasts of administrative expenditure from 2004 to 2006. However, to take into
account the most recent data and economic forecasts available, the Commission will
determine in December, ahead of the 2005 procedure, technical adjustments to the financial

perspective in line with the movements of GNI and prices, as foreseen by the 1IA (pt 15).
Mainly due to the depreciation of the Sterling Pound against the Euro in 2003, these
adjustments will result in a decrease of the present ceilings other than those for Heading 1 and

the Structural Funds.

The European Parliament. the Council and the Commission call on the Secretaries General of

all institutions and Directors of non self-financed decentralised bodies to revise accordingly
their administrative expenditure plans by end February 2004 in order for the PDB 2005 to

comply with this new ceiling."

Draft joint declaration on the EU 25 Budget

"The European Parliament and the Council:

Recalling their declaration adopted at the budgetary conciliation meeting of 16 July 2003 on

budget procedure 2004;

Invite the Commission to present early 2004 the enlargement PDAB for the budgeting of the
amounts for EU-25 on the basis of the agreement reached at the conciliation meeting on

24 November 2003, thus taking into account the following elements:

- the respect of the global increase of 2,3 % for Payment Appropriations for EU-25, as

compared to the 2003 budget including AB No 1 to 5;

- as for commitment appropriations, the respect of the decision of the Council 2™ reading

in Heading 1, including Amending Letter no 2/2004;

- the amounts for commitment appropriations in Heading 2 and 8 of the PDB, in line with

the decisions taken at the Copenhagen European Council of December 2002;

the amounts added for enlargement in Heading 3 on the relevant lines by the European

Parliament at its 1™ reading;

- they note that for all the other Headings (4, 5, 6 and 7), the budget as it will be adopted

in December will already include the amounts for the enlarged Union."

Draft declaration of the European Parliament and the Council

on the programmes adopted under co-decision

"Referring to the joint declaration of 16 July 2003, Parliament and Council, having reached a

political agreement on the indicative reference amounts to be included in the basic act of
community programmes decided under the co-decision procedure following enlargement,
invite the Commission to present without delay the appropriate legislative proposal(s) and
confirm that they will make all the efforts to take in due consideration, in the co-decision
procedure, the amounts attached to the present declaration, in time for their possible

application as from the date of entry into force of the Accession Treaty.

The European Parliament and the Council remind to their respective bodies that the legislative
procedures should in any circumstances respect the adjustment and revision of the Financial
Perspective in view of enlargement as approved on 9 April 2003, and leave a sufficient

margin for future programmes, including the ones not based on co-decision.”

Draft joint declaration on the basic acts for srants (ex A-30)

"The European Parliament, the Council and the Commission will continue their co-operation
in order to adopt the legal basic acts before the end of 2003 or at the latest at the very
beginning of 2004. They will do their utmost efforts to speed up institutional procedures in
the second reading of proposals in co-decision and avoid further conciliation, in order to
formally adopt the legal basis in March 2004 at the latest. Their agreement on the legislative
acts will be based on the respect of the following elements, agreed upon at the conciliation

meeting on 24 November 2003:

- the duration of all the programmes will be limited to the period 2004-2006;

- the amounts agreed for this period are those detailed in the annex;

- the list of beneficiaries should be included in the legal base for the programmes
concerning civic participation and culture for the years 2004 and 2005, as adopted by

the European Parliament at its 1* reading of the draft budget 2004.

The European Parliament and the Council ask the Commission to make all the preliminary

steps in order to be able to execute the budget 2004 immediately after the approval of the
basic acts. In order to speed up the execution, the amounts voted for the operating grants will
be placed on the line and not in reserve. However, the Commission will not make any
execution before the approval of the basic acts. Should the approval occur only in 2004,
transitional clauses covering the period before this approval will have to be added to the basic
acts, allowing, on an exceptional basis, to sign the conventions mentioned in Article 112,

paragraph 2 of the Financial Regulation before the 30 June 2004."

Draft declaration of the European Parliament and the Council

on Info-Points and rural Carrefours

"The two Institutions confirm the importance that they attach to the functioning of the Info-Points
system and Carrefours and to the solution of the current problems. Within this framework
Parliament and the Council approve the intention of the Commission to take a transitional decision
in order to maintain for the year 2004 the grants to the Info-Points and the rural Carrefours which
are currently benefiting of financial aid of the EU budget. This decision would be accompanied by
specific monitoring and control measures. They invite the Commission to seek a final solution in

the respect of the financial regulation.”
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
