E uropean Union. His critical comments therefore reflects his individual
standpoint, which is contrary to the opinion established on the activity of the
Danish Presidency by the Ministry of Foreign A ffairs.

The Hungarian Diplomacy is entirely satisfied with the activity of the Danish
Presidency. It appreciates the Danish commitment towards the enlargement, as
well as the efforts to help the closing of the accession negotiations by
December 2002, with all possible measures. The specially open communication
policy of the Danish Presidency is acknowledged and found useful and
informative by the Ministry of Foreign A ffairs. Since the start of the Danish
Presidency, the Republic of Hungary received and has been receiving all the
information needed for a successful pursuance of the negotiation process.
Within the frame of this, Prime Minister, Péter Medgyessy received —
particularly sincere and substantial - information from the Danish Prime
Minister personally on his meeting with Fogh Rasmussen in Copenhagen in the
recent past.
